NEIGHBORHOOD COYOTE ALERT:

Take Steps Now To Protect Your Pets And Yard

Coyotes have recently been spotted in our neighborhood and have tragically
claimed the lives of three pet cats thus far. All small pets are at risk so please:
bring your pets inside, especially at dusk and during the night. Animal Control
suggests the safer time for pets to be outside is between 10:00am and 4:00pm,
although there are no guarantees during this time either.

How can you help protect the neighborhood? The city does not have the resources to
eliminate all coyotes but they do pay attention to “problem coyotes” — those seen during the
daytime, those that may be sick or those attacking small cats and dogs, eating food in trash cans
or pet bowls, or appearing to be aggressive and fearless of people.

If you see or have seen any of this activity in our neighborhood, please send a message to
info@mpum.com. Include the address where you observed the problem. These reports will help
the city identify “problem coyotes” and pinpoint them for possible city action. If you do not have
email access, you may call Donna Mason at 214-348-7721.

How can you keep your pets $afeé? Animal Control offers these tips to discourage coyotes
from staying in our neighborhood:

e Keep all small pets safe at dusk and during the night by keeping them INSIDE.

* Do not leave pet food out at night.

*  Secure food in outside trash cans.

* Do not leave feed out for wild animals, including raccoons.

* Maintain any ground cover to eliminate any rodents.

* Do not leave bird food out at night

* Report any activity you have observed in order to help us identify “Problem Coyotes”

scheduled for completion by year-end. While
the cost of the signs will be lower than our
original estimate, installation fees have increased since just last Fall. We’re currently negotiating
with the city to get a more favorable price. But there’s a way you can help right now.

* Newspapers, magazines, junk mail
and telephone books

e Chipboard and corrugated cardboard

For recycling bags: Free blue bags are available while supplies last at Dallas recreation
centers and libraries. That includes Ridgewood Recreational Center on Fisher Road.
